Verbs

Verbs describe an action (to jump), occurrence (to understand), or
state of being (to exist). Verbs have these important characteristics:

person, number, tense/aspect, voice, & mood.

Voice

Voice describes the relationship
between the verb and the subject of a
sentence. Is the subject acting or
being acted upon?

Aelia writes letters.
(active voice)

Letters are written by
Aelia. (passive voice)



Mood describes the mode or manner
in which a verb is expressed. There
are three moods: indicative,
imperative, and subjunctive

Aelia writes letters.
(indicative mood = statement of fact)

Aelia, write letters!
(imperative mood = command)

Aelia would write letters if she had
more time.

(subjunctive mood = possibility, wish,
potential)

N.B. Latin verbs have two stems: a present tense stem & a perfect tense stem.

The present tense stem = the second principal part minus -re, e.g. dice

The perfect stem = the third principal part minus -1, e.g. diX.

Present Active Indicative verbs combine the present stem (second
principal part minus -re) with the endings: o, s, t, mus, tis, nt.
