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Basic Concepts

Family is defined as a social group whose members are bound by legal,
biological, or emotional ties or a combination of all three.

Kinship refers to connections among individuals, typically established either
through marriage or through the lines of descent that connect blood relatives

Marriage can be defined as a socially and legally acknowledged and approved
sexual union

Nuclear family is a heterosexual couple with one or more children living in a
single household.

Extended family a large group of kin, usually include at least three generations
living either in a single household or in close proximity.
