Search Engine Optimization (SEO) is the practice of 
increasing the quantity and quality of traffic to your 
website through organic search engine results

Search engines create indexes, which are fed 
through an algorithm that tries to match data with 
your query

Optimizing this data cleans up websites so that the 
pages that appear from your query are actually 
pages that you want to see

Ensuring the title tags and meta descriptions are 
both informative and the right length 

Pointing internal links at pages you want to see

Marketers study SEO and spend TONS of money 
ensuring their websites are optimized

First two pages of Google are “prime real estate”

Most people will search on the first two pages and 
then stop searching

Pick whatever is available on the first page or 
second page

Google has some good tips on how to refine 
searches to get the best website for your needs:

Get ideas for 
subsequent searches 

by reviewing your 
results

Look deeper within 
your successful queries

Divide the query into 
several parts

Instead of searching for “Xbox Series X”, try 
searching for “features of Xbox Series X” or 

“where to purchase Xbox Series X”

Change or add to your search terms so that you 
can narrow the results to return quality web 

pages
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M E T A D A T A ( C O N T I N U E D )

Three types of metadata:
Structural metadata – how data is formatted 
and assembled 

Descriptive metadata – how data is 
identified 

Administrative metadata – instructions about 
a file

Where is metadata found?
Right-click anywhere on the page and select 
“View Page Source”

Tag in the website code starts with “meta”
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
